Introduction

Welcome to the Islington School Club Link Development Pack. This pack has been developed by Islington School Sports Partnership (SSP) to help establish and support a formal link between your club and local schools in the borough.

It will enable you to;

· Create and sustain a partnership between your club and local schools

· Develop your links to schools as a club working towards Minimum Operating standards or as an established  Clubmark/NGB accredited club
· Increase funding opportunities for your club

· Increase your junior membership

· Increase your volunteer workforce via the recruitment of leadership students from local schools

· Promote your club via the schools internal website Fronter.  
What is a School Club Link?
This is an important aspect of the P.E. and Sport strategy for young people (PESSYP) in order to enhance links between schools and community clubs 
From a Schools Perspective
A school has links with a club when;

· Pupils are actively guided towards club activities, either in a quality assured setting at the club itself or on the school premises. Activities on school premises would include regular coaching sessions and out of hours sessions organised by the clubs coaches, but would not include one off taster sessions
· This area of work is now of paramount importance, as it is a requirement for schools who would like to achieve the sports mark award.

From a Clubs Perspective

A club has links with a school when;

· Pupils actively attend or are guided towards the club following activities held on school or club premises. For example, school staff actively signpost pupils to coaching sessions organised by the clubs coaches, as well as development squads and targeted activity held at the school or at the club premises. This would not include one off taster sessions.
The promotion of a club only, does not constitute a club link.

Why do we need formal links?

· The ambition is, by 2011 to offer all children at least five hours of sport every week – at least two hours curriculum PE and an additional three hours beyond the school day. Links to local clubs is the only way we are going to be able to move towards achieving the ambition.

· Without formal links we are unable to really measure the amount of pupils following a pathway from school to club sport.

· Offering provision to take part in further sport sessions in the local community will help to tackle obesity and associated health issues related to inactive lifestyles.

· Schools and Clubs can work together to identify gifted and talented pupils in PE and Sport and ensure that individual needs are catered for both in and out of school 
· The link allows the School Sport Partnership to ensure clubs are offering high quality & safe activity

What is in the pack?

Minimum Operating Standards

You will need to complete this form if you are a club that has not achieved Clubmark or equivalent NGB accreditation.
If you have Clubmark or equivalent NGB accreditation, you will need to provide the School Sport Partnership with a copy of your certificate.
School Club Links Agreement Form

You will need to complete this form to formalise the link. A copy of this form will be held by the Club and School Sport Partnership. The completion of this form will enable you to access the benefits associated with a formal school club link.
Sport Islington Grant Forms

You will need to complete these forms if you wish to apply for funding from Sport Islington to provide sports activities in the schools that you are linking in with. Filling in the forms does not guarantee that you will receive funding. The decision will be taken by the Sport Islington Management Group at their quarterly grant meetings and you will be contacted by a member of the group to be told whether you have been successful or not.

Within the pack there are some proformas which you will hopefully find useful when establishing your link with the schools. We suggest that you give copies to the school when you first establish the link and provide the schools with copies of any registers on a termly basis.
